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RIIWHS202E & MSMWHS217 ENTER AND WORK IN CONFINED SPACES AND GAS TESTING

About this Course

This course, designed to impart the required
knowledge and skills in order to enter and work in
confined spaces is offered by Just Careers Training
(RTO #91413) trading as Licences 4 Work.

The Safe Work Australia Code of Practice defines
a “confined space” as an enclosed or partially
enclosed space that:
e is not designed or intended primarily to be
occupied by a person; and
e s, oris designed or intended to be, at normal
atmospheric pressure while any person is in the
space; and
e isoris likely to be arisk to health and safety from:
e an atmosphere that does not have a safe
oxygen level, or
e contaminants, including airborne gases,
vapours and dusts, that may cause injury
from fire or explosion, or
e harmful concentrations of any airborne
contaminants, or
e engulfment, or
e an atmosphere that requires gas testing
prior to entering a specific area or
workplace.

EXAMPLES OF CONFINED
SPACES INCLUDE (BUT ARE
NOT LIMITED TO):

e Storage tanks

e Tankcars

e Vessels including Pressure vessels

e Boilers

e Silos and other tank-like compartments

e Pits and degreasers

e Pipes

* Sewers and Sewer pump stations including wet
and dry wells, shafts and ducts

e Shipboard spaces entered through small
hatchways or access points, cargo tanks, cellular
double bottom tanks, duct keels, ballast or oil
tanks and void spaces
